Start Up

When your spa is powered up, it begins running in an economy mode, which means that
the heater will only operate during the preset filter cycles. This setting is designed for
periods of little or no spa use, but continues to filter twice a day and maintain water
quality. Pressing the @@ pad switches the spa to standard mode which automatically heats
and maintains the water at 100° F. or your desired temperature.

Time of Day

You will see the words “set time” flashing on the display. To set the time, press en

then CA or 4. @

increments. Press either pad to stop the time from changing. @

Press @& to enter your correct time into the system. (%7% °
Water Temperature

Press either @& or (%@ once to display the @mperature that was set. If either pad 1s

pressed within 3 seconds, the temperature sett ill go up or down in 1° F increments.
Actual water temperature will reappear after changing the temperature setting.

Optional Filter Cycle Programming

While you are not required to set filter cycles, if you want to change them, press
within 3 seconds. “SET START FILTER 1” (AM cycle) will appear on
the display.

Press @AY or §%@ to reset the filter start time.

When “SET HEAT” is on the display, press @& “on” to warm the water during filtering,
or press (& “off” to disable the heater.

Press to see “STOP FILTER 1” and adjust the time with the €& or ©@ a5 done

above.

Press to see “START FILTER 2” (PM cycle) and proceed as above.

Pressing @@ will enter the new filter cycle times into the system and display the
current water temperature.

Locking the Panel
